Everyone has different feelings at different times. We can tell how we or someone 
else is feeling by looking at facial expressions, body language, tone of voice and 
physical symptoms (e.g. feeling sick in the tummy).  When not-so-nice things 
happen to us, we can feel angry, worried or down.  And when pleasant things 
happen, we can feel happy.  People have different 'emotional temperatures' about 
things that happen.  Sometimes when something bad happens, you might feel just 
a little bit upset (cool).  At other times, you might feel a medium amount of upset 
(warm), while in other situations you might feel really, really upset (hot). 

Bad stuff happens.  When it does, it is very common for us to feel very upset.  The 
important thing is to learn how to bounce back from these things by becoming 
calm and getting back to work and play.  When we learn how to manage these 
feelings and move from our negative emotions to more positive ones, such as 
feeling calm and confident, we become more resilient.
