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Primary school is the most formative time in a childôs life. The best way to instill a lifelong interest in the areas 
of Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math (STEM) is to provide a fun, engaging and hands-on 
opportunity to explore and experience it for themselves.  
 
The study of robotics inherently incorporates all four areas of STEM. Our year 3 / 4 class has been given a 
unique opportunity to engage in robotics by using the VEX IQ snap-together robotics system. This system 
naturally encourages teamwork, problem solving and leadership for students.   
 
Over the next 5 weeks, the students from TA 6 will be engaged in learning about coding and robotics in 
preparation to compete in an interschool challenge in week 9.  A team will be selected from the students of 
TA 6 to represent Boyanup Primary School at this competition. The competition involves the students being 
given engineering challenges to solve and winning points against criteria that examines their ability to work 
collaboratively to solve a problem.  
 
Besides hands-on engineering expertise, a competitive environment instinctively instills other life skills like 
teamwork, perseverance, communication, collaboration, project management and critical thinking. 
 

As the world grows more technologically complex, computer science and computational thinking are becoming even 

more crucial fundamentals for students to learn. As children can physically see the results of their coding exercises, 

robots offer a uniquely engaging format for learning  STEM fundamentals within the context of building a robot.

Boyanup Primary School is an accredited Waste Wise School.  We 
have a policy of sustainability and recycling to keep our environment 
healthy.  The Pre Primaries have been this yearôs gardeners, working 
with Linda and myself planting, growing and harvesting produce to 
use in the canteen and the classrooms.   Extra produce is donated to 
other community groups or sold to you, the parents.  All money raised 
is used to pay for gardening supplies and sandpit toys for the school.  

 

Below is a brief description of other activities and programs we are involved with:  
 

¶ Collection of cans ï these are crushed, counted and sold with the money benefiting the children by 

buying sandpit toys or garden supplies.  These can be left in bags near the ócan crushingô area beside 

the bike shed at school. 

¶ Collection of can tabs and used stamps ï these are given to the Girl Guides for their community 

programs. 

¶ Used household batteries - recycled by Battery World (box in office) 

¶ Used toothbrushes, toothpaste tubes and packaging ï recycled by Colgate (box in office) 

¶ Empty printer cartridges ï recycled by PlanetArk (box in office). 

¶ Paper bricks ï made from shredded paper. 

¶ Food scraps ï are put into buckets (in class and lunch areas) and fed to our worms.   

We then collect the óworm-weeô and compost to use in our garden.    

We also encourage ñZero Wasteò lunchboxes with minimal gladwrap or packaging.  Instead, food can be 
put into small containers that can be washed.  This reduces the amount of rubbish going into landfill, some 
of which takes a very long time to decompose.

Hakea invaginata 

Erect shrub, 1.5 - 3m high by 1.5m wide with long, branches ascending 

to erect, leaves undivided to 22cm long with five sunken longitudinal 

grooves. Bears small clusters of pale pink flower heads 2 -3cm across, 

rarely cream, in leaf axils in July, August, o r September. Propagation is 

from seed. It c ccurs in inland south -western W.A. from Kellerberrin to 

Southern Cross and northwards to Yuna and Mount Magnet. Suited to yellow or red/brown sandy soils, loam, 

gravel in mallee or acacia scrub.  Two young specimens are at Gelorup in the Michael Tichbon  Park 
alongside the path near the tuart trees .
