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Last Tuesday my staff engaged in training, learning about an instructional
framework designed to assist in the development of more effective lessons
for their students.

In 2020, we will be introducing the iStar pedagogical framework into all

Learning and provides students with opportunity to engage in learning
experiences that cater for different learning styles at individual levels, while
offering a common language of learning across our school.

There are 5 components to the iStar framework.

| i_Inform / Inspire: This is where our learning intentions are shared with the students for the lesson
using WALT (We AreLe a r ni n drhetsuweeds criteria of the lesson is also shared using WILF (What
IAmLo o ki n g THe WILE i} split into three levels: All students can, Most students can and Some
students can. This makes learning visible, enabling all students to access the learning at their own level
and makes each step clear.

S 1 _Show / Share: This is where the teacher will model a strategy and teach new learning. This may
include a WAGOLL (What a Good One Looks Li k e €)

Ti Try/Transfer: The students wil/|l have a 0Ot ry 6 ualt whiehhe ac
teacher supports and scaffolds their learning.

AT Apply / Action: Now the students will work on an activity which will allow them to apply their learning
independently. This may be done over a series of lessons to help students gain mastery of the skills.

R T Review / Revise: At key points during the lesson and at the end of the lesson, the learning will be
reviewed and reflected upon using the success criteria. WINK ( What | know Nowé)
